Health and Medication:  Attach a copy of the vaccination record.  All dogs must be neutered or spayed.  Please indicate whether you have any health concerns about your dog.   Please specify when your dog was last wormed. Indicate when heartworm and flea meds were last administered and when they need to be administered.  All meds other than heartworm, flea preventive and wormer must be pre-approved before going into boot camp.   We ask you to bring an adequate supply of heartworm and flea preventive that has been approved by your veterinarian.  Please mark your dog’s name in permanent marker on all heartworm and flea meds.

Feeding: It is best that your dog remain on the same dog food you are feeding at home, so we ask you to supply enough dog food while your greyhound is in training.  We calculate one pound of dog food per dog per day for greyhounds.  We prefer you ship the dog food directly to the correctional institution where your dog will be trained.  We will provide the shipping information when you are ready to ship the dog food.   If you happen to run out of dog food, we will provide what we have on hand at the facility until we can transition back to your dog food.

Driving to the Hardee Correctional
Hardee Correctional is at: 6901 Florida 62, Bowling Green, FL 33834.  When you drive into the driveway, turn left into the first driveway to the work camp.  This is where the dog training is; graduation will also be held at the work camp. 

Central Florida Reception Center (CFRC)
CFRC is at:  7000 H C Kelley Rd, Orlando, FL 32831.  The facility is 10 miles east of the Orlando International Airport on SR-528 (Beachline).  Our dogs are at the South Unit.  This is the very first building you see when you turn onto H.C. Kelley Road and stop for the railroad tracks. The road goes left, the driveway goes essentially straight. 

Covid Update: At this time, we need to be prepared for the unexpected.   It is possible that if there is an outbreak at the facility your greyhound could be held inside for an extended period of time.   This may be necessary to contain the spread of the virus and minimize the loss of lives at the facility.  If there was an outbreak, it is also possible that you could be asked to bring your greyhound home immediately.  We cannot predict at this time what we may need to do.
What to Wear: Regardless of whether you are male or female, do not wear shorts or a tank top or a see through top when you drop off or pick up your dog.  You may not be going inside the prison to drop off your dog, but there will be inmates on the campus.  Do not walk on the road just outside the razor wire.  Walk in the parking lot and then directly to the office.

Hardee: Please park at the Work Camp parking lot on the right closer to the road and your dog will be brought out to you.  An open air sally port may be used for transferring dogs into and out of the facility. 

CFRC: Curbside dropoff and pickup is currently in place.   It is comparable to pre-school pickup and dropoff, so just drive up to the entrance gate and wait in your vehicle for Sgt Lopez to drop off or bring your dog to you.   We will let you know the assigned time to pick up or drop off your greyhound.

Graduation:   We are beginning to resume formal dog graduations but everything is subject to approval. Please email us a copy of the driver’s license of anyone interested in attending graduation along with this application.  Provide a copy of the birth certificate for children under 16.   The person listed on the driver’s license must accompany the minor to graduation.   A special approval is required for children under the age of 16.  We are limited in the number of people attending graduation.   We may limit the number of people watching a dog graduate to one or two people if necessary.  All background information must be submitted to us when your dog goes into training.

Thanking our Dog Trainers: 

Many families want to thank the inmate trainers for training their dog.   A nice way to thank them is to send dog treats, training treats or dog toys.  While we cannot send individual gifts to the trainers, you are permitted to donate items to the trainers as a whole.   If you would like to donate something, please discuss this with Joanne or Ken.  We can arrange for a delivery directly to the facility from an online store.   You may include a brief thank you note so the trainers know the donation is from you. 
 
Logistics: Do not carry any firearms with you or in your car.  Do not carry alcohol with you or leave any in your car.  Do not carry a cell phone with you into the prison.  Do not walk along the road outside the razor wire fence; this is a secure area.  Do not walk on the grass.  There may be snakes in the grass.  Lock your car doors.  Do not leave keys in your car.  Do not leave your car unattended if your car is turned on.   If you need to walk your greyhound, please walk away from the fence into the parking lot.  Never talk to inmates across the fence.  If you take photos of your dog, take the photo facing away from the fence; we are not permitted to take any photos of the fence or the prison.

What Should You Wear If You Are Going Inside For Graduation? 

- You must wear a Greyhound Advancement Center shirt if you are going into the prison.  This will easily identify you are part of the Greyhound Advancement Center.  The cost of your shirt is $25. We prefer that visitors wear the Greyhound Advancement Center shirt while you are outside the prison visiting with the greyhounds.

- Do not wear jeans if you are going into the prison. Do not wear sandals; wear closed toe shoes.  Do not wear shorts or tight fitting clothing even if you are not going into the prison.  Your pants should be loose fitting and ideally, baggy.  Do not wear anything with a camouflage print on it. 

- Bring your license. (This is the only thing you should bring into the prison other than your car keys.)

- Do not bring your cell phone.  It is a felony to bring one into a prison.

- Do not bring a smart watch, or anything that resembles one, into prison.

- Do not bring a camera.  No photos are allowed even outside of the prison.

- Do not carry more than $20 in cash.  You may be able to purchase water and snacks at the canteen.  

- It is best not to wear a lot of jewelry.

- Never share anything with the inmate trainers. It must be approved in advance and then given to Joanne or Ken to give to the Officer in Charge.

- Your visit must be cleared through the Greyhound Advancement Center and Hardee Correctional in advance through Joanne.

- Any supplies you need to bring into the prison must be in writing and submitted to Joanne prior to your visit.

- Do not carry plastic bags into the prison.  

Dogs

- Dogs need to be approved before bringing them into the prison. Remove dog ID tags if you are bringing your greyhound inside the prison. If you need to walk any dog prior to going into prison, please walk them into the parking area or away from the prison. 

Inside the Prison

- Do not leave any building unless you are accompanied by GAC volunteers or the officer in charge.  

- If you have an occasion to bring your dog inside, please walk your dog before entering the facility.   If there is a reason for a dog to take a potty break, an inmate trainer will take a dog outside.  Do not go outside (or to any other area) by yourself.  You must always have a ‘buddy’.

- The focus of your visit is on the dogs.  You are not permitted to discuss anything personal with the inmate trainers.  Discussion topics must be restricted to dogs and dog training.  

- You should address the inmate trainers as “Mr. Surname”.  Do not address the inmate trainers by their first name, even if they introduce themselves with it.

- A handshake is an appropriate greeting when meeting an inmate trainer.  While you might be very happy to meet the inmate trainer and thankful to the inmate who has trained your dog, it is not appropriate to give any inmate a hug.  

- Do not correct or offer suggestions to the inmate trainers on their training technique.  Questions can be directed to Joanne or Ken or Laura.

- Keep reminding yourself that you are in a prison.   While we have taken every precaution to ensure you will be safe inside the prison do not let your guard down.  Please ask Joanne or Ken or Laura or the officer in charge if you ever have a security related question.

If You See a Problem or Have a Suggestion
· Whatever goes on inside the prison is confidential.  If you see a problem that needs to be addressed, bring it to the attention of Joanne or Ken or the GAC leader in charge.

· Do not take a photo of the facility, especially the razor wire. Do not loiter around the facility; you are being monitored at all times.

· Please do not discuss your suggestions with any prison officials as they most likely will not be able to address the matter without following the necessary protocol of going through the Greyhound Advancement Center.  

Has your greyhound ever received any training?  If so, please specify, including the timeframe when the training occurred.

The vet techs at the prison oversee the general health of the greyhounds and will administer care if needed.   In the event of a serious health concern, your greyhound will be transported to a local vet to receive necessary care.

______   I agree to not defame the name of the Greyhound Advancement Center or any of our partners via Facebook, social media, online or other media.  Partners include but are not limited to Bay Area Greyhound Adoptions (BAGA), Humane Society of Lake County, Pet Rescue by Judy, greyhound adoption partners, veterinarians, and correctional institutions including but not limited to Central Florida Reception Center (CFRC), Hardee Correctional, etc.
